
       
 

2N/3D Kolhapur MahaLakshmi Darshan   (ex Kolhapur) 
Kolhapur district is the southernmost district of Maharashtra. Its headqua rter is Kolhapur City which is an 
ancient city. The city is situated on the banks of river Panchganga and is known as 'Dakshin Kashi'. 
Kolhapur is adobe of Goddess Mahalaxmi Ambabai and is one of the Shaktipeeths mentioned in Indian 
mythology. Kolhapur was ruled by Silaharas, Yadavas, Rashtrakutas and Chalukyas in the medieval times.

Day 1 - Arrive Kolhapur 
Arrive into Kolhapur, you will be met upon arrival & transferred to your Hotel. This afternoon you will 
visit to the Mahalaxmi temple, a must visit when you are in Kolhapur, This exquisitely carved temple 
draws millions of pilgrims from all over India and is an important spiritual centre. Temple dedicated to 
Godess, Mahalaxmi or Amba Bai. The temple complex has artistically sculpted structures and houses the 
temples of other deities such as Kashi Vishweshwar, Kartikaswami, Sheshashayi, Siddhivinayak, 
Mahaswaraswati, Mahakali, Shree Dutta and Shree Ram. Following a visit to temple you will visit The 
New palace, A royal palace partly converted into an unforgettable museum, the New Palace has lush green 
parks, a zoo and a picturesque lake to soothe tired souls, The museum houses rare paintings and artifacts 
used by the royal family. Royal weapons and a tableau depicting court life of the last century create an 
aristocratic ambience. Evening is at leisure, overnight at the hotel  
 
Day 2 - In Kolhapur – Jyotiba – Kolhapur (17 kms/1 hr one way) 
This morning you will visit the holy shrine of Jyotiba, Situated at a height of 3100 feet, this holy site 
nestles in the mountains near Wadi Ratnagiri. Jyotiba is supposed to be an incarnation of three gods -- 
Brahma, Vishnu and Mahesh and the seer Jamadagni. A mammoth colorful fair takes place on the full 
moon night of the Hindu months of Chaitra and Vaishakh. Return to Kolhapur, rest of the day is at leisure, 
for shopping and individual activities, overnight at the hotel  
 
Day 3 - Depart Kolhapur 
Today you will depart, Kolhapur for your onward journey

Kolhapur Airport is Functional since last four years with a daily AIR DECCAN Flight to and fro Mumbai 
departing Mumbai at 09:15 reaching Kolhapur at 10:20. Departing Kolhapur 10:40 & Reaching Mumbai 
01:40 Apart from this daily schedule flights, the airport also has a traffic of quite a few private flights. For 
other cities, Kolhapur is connected by Belgaum Air port 105 K.M. from city. 
  
Rail:- 
 It is a railway station on the Pune - Miraj - Kolhapur section of the South-Central Railway. It is well 
connected with all the important cities in India. 
 
Road:-  
Kolhapur is situated on the Pune - Bangalore National Highway No. 4. There are State Transport buses 
regularly from Kolhapur to Mumbai, Panaji, Miraj, Sangli, Pune, Satara, Sawantwadi, Solapur and several 
other places.
